A young nun from Derry was among more than 400 people killed in an earthquake in Ecuador last
Saturday. The bodies of 33-year-old Sr Clare Theresa Crockett and four other women were discovered
among the rubble of a school in Playa Prieta belonging to her order, the Home of the Mother. In a BBC
interview Fr Roland Colhoun, her spiritual director, remembered a joyful, enthusiastic and
countercultural young woman.
