Then there is another reverse phenomenon: if someone writes an article that goes against the popular grain, he or she would be bombarded with utterly foul comments often replete with personal attacks. The “anonymity” that internet provides releases the cannibalistic tendencies within us. Both phenomena mentioned above are, in fact, variations of the same theme: our aversion to truth and the reluctance to face to it. Most of us fail to speak the truth; and when someone holds a mirror to us, we shred him/her to pieces. Not very different from the audience of Jesus, perhaps?
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
