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Asking the Father

Jesus eggs us on to ask God for anything in his Name. If we had just one chance to ask the Father for something in Christ’s Name, what would we ask?  I decided to approach four friends of mine with this question. Augustine was right: Our hearts are made for Him; and they are restless until they rest in Him.
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
