The Jews, however, incited the women of prominence who were worshipers
and the leading men of the ity,

stirred up a persecution against Paul and Barnabas,

and expelled them from their territory.

So they shook the dust from their feet in protest against them,

and went to Iconium.

The disciples werefilled with joy and the Holy Spirit.
