"Whoever can be trusted in little things can also be trusted in great ones; whoever is dishonest in slight
matters will also be dishonest in greater ones. So if you have not been trustworthy in handling filthy
money, who could entrust you with true wealth? And if you have not been trustworthy with things that
are not really yours, who will give you the wealth which is your own?

"No servant can serve two masters. Either he does not like the one and is fond of the other, or he
regards one highly and the other with contempt. Y ou cannot give yourself both to God and to Money."
