Introduction by the Celebrant

A.Herelsa Teaching That Is New (Option 1)
When priests or teachers speak to you about our faith asif they are reciting alesson learned by heart, you will probebly pay little attention. But when you feel personally addressed, if they speak from their own experience that shows that they deeply believe in what they say, you are eager to listen. That is the way Jesus

speaks to us today. He addresses each of us with the force of his own life behind his words. We open our ears and hearts to him.

B. Jesus Healing Words and Hands (Option 2)
Sick people fel very much how they are handicapped by their liness. There are things they want to do but can't; it is asif they are not fully human. i Today we see Jesus a work with his healing power. Not that he heal: newho is sick, but God
wants people to be whole and wholesome - that is what "healing” means. He wants us to becomelike him, that is, completely human, good and whole persons, not on\y physwly butin every way. For it is then that we can fully honor God as hisimage. Let us ask Jesusin this eucharist to make us whole and

‘wholesome.
